Coaching Philosophy – “A few thoughts” 

1. It’s not all about football! We are here to help develop life skills. We achieve this through;

6. Player Development & Commitment to Stafford Giants
-We will insure that all players will get adequate playing time.  The only exceptions will be if a child is not feeling well or does not feel like playing (for whatever reason).  Children develop their skills by playing, not sitting and watching.

-We will balance the lineup so that we remain competitive throughout the game.

-During practice, we will have a list that allows for each player to receive adequate time. 

-Players who are sick are excused from practice.

-Players are required to let the coaching staff know if they cannot make a practice or game….we expect this.  

-School work always takes priority over practice or games!
